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Louisiana: HB 864 passed both chambers without opposition and was signed into law in July. Bill mandates terror-free international index.

California: Somewhat broad Iran divestment bill (AB 221) (http://www.leginfo.ca.gov/pub/07-08/bill/asm/ab_0201-0250/ab_221_bill_20
070129_introduced.pdf) passed three committees of the Assembly and floor vote 75-0. Has now passed two Senate committees without opposition. On Oct. 14, 2007, Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger signed legislation to divest from Iran.
Ohio: Legislation (HB 151) was put in holding pattern and replaced with deal for very limited voluntary divestment from some companies in Iran's energy sector, but that deal appears to have fallen apart due to bad faith on the part of the pension systems. 

New Jersey: A3043/S2615 to Divest from Iran. Bills both referred to committees in mid-March. S2615 passed Senate committee in early June.

Michigan: Broad divest terror legislation (HB 4903/4904) introduced in June with 63 co-sponsors, subsequently watered down to very limited divestment from a few companies doing business in Iran's energy sector.

New York: Two divest Iran bills introduced in June, both rather limited in various ways. (A09020 and S5913). Legislature is in recess until January.

Pennsylvania: HB 1085-87 (http://www.legis.state.pa.us/cfdocs/legis/PN/Public/btCheck.cfm?txtType=HTM&sessYr=2007&sessInd=0&billBody=H&billTyp=B&billNbr=1085&pn=1257). A broad divest terror bill.  Author (Shapiro) is Deputy Speaker of the House. Passed first committee in House on 29 June. Further action expected in the fall.

Massachusetts: Two bills have been introduced by two Democrats in the Assembly and one in the Senate. The Senate bill is bad right now because includes Cuba and contains language similar to the Illinois Sudan law which caused considerable legal trouble. On the House side one bill is a broad divest terror bill and the other a bill which seeks limited divestment from a few companies doing business in Iran's energy sector.

Florida: Limited Iran energy sector bill and Sudan divestment passed without opposition and signed into law.

Missouri: Missouri Investment Trust went terror-free in 2006.

Georgia: Session ended without bill reaching committee, got caught up in a logjam in a major budget battle in the state. Senate passed resolution calling for divestment from Iran, Syria, Sudan and North Korea on last day of session. Senate to hold study committee later this year on the issue. Leadership in Georgia has become keenly interested in Divest Terror..

Maryland: Bill defeated in committee. Two bills will be filed, one a broad divest Iran bill, the other a limited divestment bill targeting a few companies in Iran's energy sector.

Texas: Bill introduced but was not reported to committee before the end of 2007 session. No session in 2008, however Governor Perry has expressed public interest in divestment since the end of the session.
